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WHEN CUTTING YOUR GRASS
PLEASE REMEMBER:

» Grass is not to exceed six (6) inches in
height.

e Grass clippings are defined as refuse,
and are NOT to be blown into the
street, and are NOT to be swept down
into the storm drains.

s Do not dump bags of grass onto vacant
properties, or onto mulch piles.
Rotting grass in the summer produces
a noxious odor and is a violation of the
nuisance ordinance, which is
punishable by a fine.

Borough Permits are required for:

Fences, sheds, garages/carports and swimming

pools

Porches and decks with roofs

Decks that are 31" or more above ground level

Retaining walls higher than 47"

Dumpsters placed on the Borough streets

Door-to-door soliciting (religious and political

activities are exempt)

¢ Temporary signs — you also must have
permission from the property owner to place a
sign if it is not on your property. It is illegal to
post signs on telephone/streetlight poles per PA
State laws.

This list is not all-inclusive. Other permits may be

necessary.

Permit applications are available at the
Borough Secretary’s Office or on the borough
website.

CURFEW

Conway Ordinance No. 440 adopted 12/14/1992, states
that:

“It shall be unlawful for any minor (person less
than 18 years of age) to remain in or upon any
public place in the Borough of Conway after hours
(from 10:00pm to 6:00am) unless accompanied
by a parent or upon an errand or other legitimate
business directed by written consent of a parent
or unless engaged in gainful, lawful employment
after hours, in which case said minor shall carry
written identification and evidence of
employment.”

Reminder - Borough Parks close at
Dusk

Conway Borough maintains three parks and playgrounds
for local children to enjoy and to play safely off of the
streets:
Buttermore Park on 3 Avenue at Fowler Street
Catherine Drive Park at the end of Catherine
Drive
Gratty Park on Gross Street
-All three parks have basketball hoops for practicing
shots or for a pick-up game.
-Gratty Park also has a Skate Park for skateboards,

roller blades, and BMX bikes.

Please observe all of the park rules and dispose
of any trash in the proper receptacles.

techniques so you can assist in a pool
emergency.

s Use self-closing and self-latching gates so little
ones especially cannot get into the pool when
you're not there.

e Never put a dive into shallow water.

e Use the buddy system.

¢ Swim safely and unimpaired.

¢ Teach children what to do in case of an
emergency. Always keep a portable phone
nearby.
