o Grass is not to exceed six (6) inches in
height.

o Grass clippings are defined as refuse, and are
NOT to be blown into the street, and are
NOT to be swept down into the storm drains.

¢ Do not dump bags of grass onto vacant
properties, or onto mulch piles. Rotting grass
in the summer produces a noxious odor and
is a violation of the nuisance ordinance,
which is punishable by a fine.

rubbish, garbage, refuse matter, brush, encroachments or
obstructions, etc., of whatsoever nature and kind.

Conway Residents are reminded that snow and ice
is to be removed from their sidewalks
immediately after, and not later than within 24
hours after snowfall.

Sidewalks shall be kept open and
unobstructed at all times to the public.

Please use off-street parking during snowstorms so
that the roads may be plowed thoroughly.

PennDOT and the Borough of Conway urge residents to:

Never shovel snow onto public roads.

Shovel snow away from roadway, not toward it.

Be cautious when working near a roadway.

When clearing the end of the driveway, place snow to

the right to prevent it from being plowed back into the

driveway.

e Do not pile snow in areas that will block or obscure a
driver’s view of the roadway and oncoming vehicles.

e Keep children away from the roadway. Parents and
guardians should keep their children from playing on
snow piles near the roadway that could be plowed
during snow removal operations.
